You are a freelance reporter en-
gaged to report a deposition by the at-
torney representing the defendant.
While you are setting up your equip-
ment, both attorneys arrive early to the
deposition and begin to converse. A
heated discussion relevant to the litiga-
tion ensues between the attorneys. The
defendant’s attorney requests that the
reporter go on the record and the plain-
tiff’s attorney requests that the reporter
not go on the record. What should the
reporter do?

Provision No. 4 of the Code of
Professional Ethics requires a reporter to
ensure the security of the information
entrusted to the reporter by any party to
the proceeding. Provision No. 1 of the
code necessitates that a reporter must be
fair and impartial toward each partici-
pant in a reported proceeding.

The Committee on Professional
Ethics believes that, if there is a disagree-
ment between counsel about whether to
go on the record, the reporter has an

obligation to go on the record immedi-
ately to ensure the security of the infor-

mation.

If the reporter does not take tes-
timony at that time, the information can-
not be recreated and thus will be lost.
Therefore, the reporter would be in vio-
If the re-
porter fails to go on the record to pre-

lation of Provision No. 4.

serve the testimony, the reporter may
inappropriately affect the outcome to the
litigation which would be a violation of
Provision No. 1. Itis the Committee’s
opinion that the reporter must be im-
partial and must preserve the provided
testimony so that a judge can, at a later
date, rule on its admissibility.
